To complete the programme and achieve the qualification, evidence must be shown of experience working as a Barber (you choose
where) working for a total of 780 hours completing the requirements of these unit standards.

You then come back to Mr. BARBER and complete your practical assessments, or we can come to assess you in the workplace

Final assessment will be made after completion of total hours and a portfolio of evidence is provided, and once the student has
shown that the level of competence has been met they will achieve the

New Zealand Certificate in Commercial Barbering L4.
Students need to have a full Barbers kit to work as a Barber.
If you do not have a full kit, we can supply a professional kit for an extra cost of approx. $1000.00
